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 As we are painfully aware, our city has been devastated by 

Hurricane Sandy. Members of the New York City Police Department 

Columbia Association as well as other First Responders worked 

fearlessly to minimize the loss of lives and comfort those whom we 

serve daily. We must not forget that many members of our 

Association and our Brother and Sisters of the New York City Police 

Department who worked feverishly to help others were also 

personally hit with tragedies to their families and their loved ones.
